COOPERATION AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE INTERNATIONAL SCOUT AND GUIDE FELLOWSHIP
AND
THE OFFICE OF THE UNITED NATIONS 

HIGH COMMISSIONER FOR REFUGEES

This Cooperation Agreement (hereinafter called the “Agreement”) is signed by and between the International Scout and Guide Fellowship (herinafter called “ISGF”), of the one part, and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees (hereinafter called “UNHCR”), of the other part ;
Considering that the objective of the ISGF is to sustain the young scouts and guides movement worldwide and also to maintain these youth strong values, without discrimination of race, nationality, culture or religion;

Considering that the mandate of UNHCR is to provide international protection and assistance to refugees, returnees and displaced persons and to seek durable solutions for them;

Recognizing that UNHCR activities in favor of refugees, returnees and displaced persons could benefit from ISGF support and could be completed by punctual collaboration with ISGF;
Willing to establish and empower the cooperation between them by the setting up of an adequate cooperation framework,

Agree upon the cooperation and collaboration between the parties in the framework of this Agreement could serve their goals enabling their respective activities more efficient and beneficial to refugees, returnees and displaced persons;

Hereby agree as follows:

Article 1

Purpose

The purpose of this Agreement shall be to provide a framework of cooperation between UNHCR and ISGF in the field of the support and the promotion of UNHCR activities benefiting refugees, returnees and displaced persons.
Article 2

Areas of cooperation

The parties agree to cooperate in the following areas of activity:

· In close cooperation with UNHCR Representations in the concerned countries, ISGF local branch offices would participate in sensitization campaign to improve the protection and refugees’ plight in this country, including by using ISGF Internet site and national Internet sites.
· In close cooperation with UNHCR Representations in the concerned countries, ISGF local branch offices would propose or participate in private sector fund raising activities benefiting refugees in general or benefiting a particular UNHCR program.

· In close cooperation with UNHCR Representations in the concerned countries and UNHCR Headquarters in Geneva, ISGF would define the missions targeting adult scouts and guides in the field under their own responsibility, on micro projects related to the improvement of refugee, displaced or returnees life conditions. The steady of the partnerships on the ground will be provided by the local branch office of the ISGF where it is implemented.
· Other related activities as may be agreed upon the parties from time to time.

Article 3

Consultation and Exchange of Information

The parties hereto shall exchange relevant studies, reports and other documents, information and data on matters of common interest to the parties and shall collaborate in the collection, analysis and dissemination thereof, subject to such arrangements as may be required to safeguard the confidential and restricted character of certain documents and information.

The parties to this Agreement shall, on a regular basis, keep each other informed of their respective operational priorities, policy approaches and periodic activity programmes and, where necessary, consult on matters of common interest which in their opinion are likely to lead to mutual collaboration. 

The parties hereto shall, at such intervals as they deem fit, convene meetings to agree on programmes of activities, the means of and the responsibilities for carrying out and managing such activities, and to review the progress of activities being carried out under the present Agreement.

Article 4

Reciprocal Representation

The parties to this Agreement shall make the necessary arrangements for ensuring reciprocal representation at appropriate meetings or conferences convened by them or under their auspices in which, in the opinion of either party, the other may have an interest, subject to such procedures as may be applicable to the respective meetings or conferences.

Article 5

Implementation of the Agreement

The International Scout and Guide Fellowship and the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees shall make the necessary arrangements for ensuring the satisfactory implementation of projects in line with Article 1 of the present Agreement through sub-agreements concluded between UNHCR Representations in the field and ISGF local branch offices concerned.
Article 6

Financial Provision

Costs and expenses relating to, or arising from, an activity undertaken pursuant to this Agreement shall be borne by one or both of the parties hereto in accordance with an agreement previously reached by the parties in regard to the activity concerned. 

Article 7

Duration

The present Agreement shall be concluded for a one year period; it being understood that each party shall have the right to terminate it at any time by giving six (6) months’ advance notice to the other party.

The parties hereto could extend in common the present Agreement’s duration. This extension of time would be effective through the signature of an additional clause.
In the event of termination of the Agreement pursuant to paragraph 1 of this Article, the parties shall take all necessary steps to ensure that such a decision is not prejudicial to any activities then in progress within the framework of this Agreement. 

Article 8

Dispute settlement
Any dispute over the interpretation of application of any provision herein contained shall be settled through negotiation; otherwise it will be settled by the United Nations Commission for International Trade Law (UNCITRAL) which is in force.

Article 9

Amendment

The parties hereto could introduce, in a common way, amendments to this present Agreement. Any modification would be made by an additional clause.

Article 10

Privileges and immunities

Any of the arrangements concluded in the present Agreement could be considered as a renunciation, express or tacit, of UNHCR or United Nations privileges and immunities.
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
