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Fundraising for the Scout & Guide Spirit Flame 
 
It will soon be 100 years since Baden-Powell started the first scout patrol. This is something 
we must celebrate! On 22nd February 2007 a flame will be lit in Nyeri, Kenya, at the grave of 
Lord and Lady Baden-Powell by representatives of ISGF, as well as from WAGGGS and 
WOSM. The date was chosen because it marks the 150th anniversary of the birth of the 
founder, Lord Baden-Powell. It is also World Thinking Day”, the mutual birthday of Lord 
Baden-Powell, founder of the Boy Scout Movement and his wife Olave, who served as World 
Chief Guide. 
 

 
 
The flame that is lit that day, the Scout & Guide Spirit Flame, will be carried by scouts and 
guides, in a genuine scout manner, through Africa and parts of Europe to Brownsea Island, 
the place where the very first scout camp was held. The scouts and guides will run, walk, 
cycle and sail in order to bring the Scout & Guide Spirit Flame to its destination. All the 
countries that the Flame passes through will arrange events that scouts, guides and 
members of ISGF (International Scout and Guide Fellowship – an organisation for adults)   
can take part in. 
The total cost of the project is approx. 30,000 Euro. This covers the cost of the Flame itself, 
transportation and security. All National Scout and Guide Fellowships (NSGF’s) will be 
encouraged to give their support. The way in which this is done will vary. 
Nine countries are responsible for transportation of the Flame from Kenya to Brownsea 
Island. Kenya, Ethiopia, Sudan, Egypt, Greece, Italy, France, Belgium and United Kingdom. 
Others can support the project financially. By arranging fundraising activities, everyone can 
take part and contribute to carrying out the project. 
Here are some ideas to choose from: 
 
Ideas for fundraising 
 
1. Activity: a walk in a park, a hike in the woods or a trail on scout premises 

 
Theme for the walk : 
Are Baden-Powell's ideas, put forward 100 years ago, still valid today? 
A journey through Baden-Powell's thoughts about Scouting, leadership and responsibility. 
 

·  You can arrange this journey as a walk in a park, a hike in the woods or a trail on 
scout premises. 
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·  Invite leaders, friends of your Local Scout and Guide Fellowship, (LSGF) former 
scouts and guides, and friends of your local scout family to take part. Quotations 
from Baden-Powell are hung up along the trail. Participants are encouraged to 
consider whether the thoughts he put forward 100 years ago are still relevant today. 

·  It would be a good idea to end the trail with a small campfire for reflection, or with a 
time of singing. 

What you need: 10-12 quotations from Baden-Powell printed or written on A4 posters. If the 
trail is laid out of doors, it's a good idea to laminate the posters. The quotations can be found 
on the Norwegian SGF website: www.sggn.no The quotations are in English with a 
Norwegian translation, and are in PowerPoint format. The Norwegian text can easily be 
replaced with texts in another language.  
There is also a suggestion for a certificate or letter of thanks. Use the Scout & Guide Spirit 
Flame logo on the certificate as well as on the A4 posters. 
If the trail is to end with a campfire, you will need to make song sheets. 
All participants pay to take part. You decide the amount yourselves. The trail has been 
arranged in several places in Norway, and the fee has been Nkr 100 or �  10. 
The response has been good, and several LSGF’s have used the idea. 
 

 
 

2.  Activity: Sponsor a part of the route of The Flame by walking it and pay for it 
 
Arrange a sponsored walk for the Scout & Guide Spirit Flame. 
Only nine countries are involved in carrying the Flame. In order to make the Scout & Guide 
Spirit Flame project better known among ISGF members, other countries can arrange 
sponsored walks in support of the project. In this way many more scouts and guides can 
make an active contribution to the project. The road map for the Flame will be on the web 
(www.spirit-flame.com ). 
Choose a country and a part of the route that you want to focus on. Try to recreate 
something of the atmosphere and conditions in the country you have chosen, with the help of 
maps and the internet. Invite NSGF or LSGF members and active and formerly active scout 
and guide leaders to take part in the walk. In some places this will be a good opportunity to 
contact scout and guide groups as participants or sponsors. 
Decide a suggested amount per kilometre or mile that sponsors of the participants are to 
pay. Anyone can take part on their own terms. Have stations on the way with refreshments, 
songs and games. Make it a pleasant experience for the participants. Make it clear for them 
and their sponsors that they are contributing to bringing the Flame nearer Brownsea Island. 
If the walk takes place after 22nd February 2007, it will be possible to follow the progress of 
the Flame directly on the internet. Those carrying the F lame will be equipped with GPS. 
Make a certificate that participants can have as a souvenir of this special walk. 
Be sure to write the number of kilometres/ miles on the certificate, so that the participants 
can prove to their sponsors that they really did go the whole distance! 
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3. Invite prominent scouts and guides to support the p roject 
 
All NSGFs know of persons in their vicinity that have been scouts or guides, and have made 
known how much scouting has meant for them. 
Make a list of relevant persons and approach them with the following challenge: 
 

·  The Scout Movement is celebrating its centenary in 2007. Are you willing to support 
our centenary project with a donation of one Euro, one UK Pound or one US dollar for 
each year that you have been a scout/guide? If so, you will be helping to bring the 
Scout & Guide Spirit Flame from Lord and Lady Baden-Powell's grave in Kenya to the 
venue of the first scout camp, Brownsea Island. Scouts and guides from nine 
countries are participating in the transportation of the Flame.

4. Encourage LSGFs to donate � 100, £100 or $100 for 100 years of scouting 
 
A NSGF could invite the LSGF to donate 100 (Euro, UK Pounds or US dollars) per 100 years 
of scouting as a support to the project. 
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5. A present given to you is not yours until you ha ve thanked for it
